From getting lost in the maze of potholed roads to the 
cheerful welcome song, not forgetting the strong 
smell of the farm animals, – it was a memorable 
afternoon that will leave an impression on the lives of 
all involved.

(age 12) spoke on behalf of the youth saying, “We really 
appreciate meeting all of you.  You guys are amazing, 
wonderful people.
