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Background Information
Christianity in Egypt, home to one of the oldest Christian communities in the world, has faced both challenges and relative freedoms. While Christians in Egypt enjoy more freedom to practice their faith compared to other countries in the region, there have been significant restrictions on evangelical activity and conversions. Christians, particularly from evangelical backgrounds, have learned to "practice presence" by living out the good news of Jesus among their Muslim neighbours, even when speaking aloud is not permitted. Despite it being illegal to convert, many have come to faith through the faithful witness of the church, often at great personal risk. The Arab Spring and subsequent revolutions (2011 and 2013) created an environment of uncertainty but also brought increased boldness within the church. Today, Egyptian churches have a vital role to play in proclaiming the good news of Jesus throughout the Middle East.
Bible Verse
Genesis 50:20 – "You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good to accomplish what is now being done, the saving of many lives."
Suggested Prayer Points
🙏Give thanks for the restoration and forgiveness taking place in families (Sat 7).
🙏 Pray for the Egyptian church which at times feels “forgotten” (Dr Anne Zaki, professor at EPS - Evangelical Presbyterian Seminary in Cairo).
🙏Pray that God will call young Egyptians to stay and serve the church in Egypt and ask for his blessing on EPS as they train students for ministry. 
🙏 Ask the Lord for courage for the church to live as salt and light.
🙏 Ask God to raise up political leaders who have wisdom and integrity.
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Prayer Activity: 
Kintsugi is the Japanese art of repairing broken pottery with gold or silver, highlighting the cracks rather than hiding them. 
It symbolizes how God can heal our brokenness and transforming
 past hurts into something beautiful…  
A doctor’s stethoscope symbolises how God is our healer, 
and we too are called to bring restoration to a broken world. 

As you hold one of these symbols in your hands, 
pray that God, the Great Physician,
 may bring healing to Egyptian society 
and relationships, and that the church in Egypt would be a healing balm to surrounding nations. 
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
